Collis Curve Toothbrushes
Both these toothbrushes are designed to assist carers to clean their client’s teeth easily and efficiently. Once the tooth brush has been positioned over the biting surface of the teeth, the carer only needs to move the brush forwards and backwards in one go to remove the plaque build- up on all three visible surfaces of the teeth. 
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They have been created to help the elderly, infirm as well as those suffering from dementia. They can also be used to encourage some residents with poor manual dexterity due to arthritis or physical disabilities to maintain their independence by allowing them the opportunity to care for their own teeth once more.
There is a wide variety of Collis Curve toothbrushes made, but the ‘clear top’ brush is recommended for the elderly, as the bristles are softer than the other brushes in the range.
